
Internet Related Services Exempt from Certain Regulations and Oversight; HB 
2326

HB 2326 exempts Voice over Internet Protocol (VoIP), Internet Protocol enabled service 
(IP-enabled service), or both from the jurisdiction, regulation, or supervision of the state or any 
political subdivision. VoIP shall be subject to the requirements of the Kansas Universal Service 
Fund and the requirements of the Kansas 911 Act.

The bill does not modify:

● The requirements of the Video Competition Act;

● The authority  of  the  Kansas Corporation  Commission (Commission)  provided 
under 47 U.S.C. §§ 251 and 252, in effect on the effective date of the bill;

● The authority of the state or a political subdivision pertaining to public rights of 
way; and

● The  rights  and  obligation  of  subsection  (y)  of  KSA 66-2005,  pertaining  to 
interconnection between carriers. 
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
