2014 Eansas Statutes

75-407. Official seal. The secretary of state shall procure and keep an official seal, having such appropriate
design as the secretary of state shall designate, to be surrounded by the words, "secretary of state—state of Kansas."
Such seal shall be used to authenticate all official certificates to copies of all papers, writings or documents legally
deposited in the office of such secretary, and all certificates of election, and every other certificate the secretary is by
law required to make.
