2016 Kansas Statutes

74-32,167. Certificate of approval required prior to awarding a degree, certificate or diploma; contracts unenforceable, when.
(a) No institution may operate within this state without obtaining a certificate of approval from the state board as provided in this act. No
institution shall confer or award any degree, certificate or diploma, whether academic or honorary, unless such institution has been
approved for such purpose by the state board.

(b) Any contract entered into by or on behalf of any owner, employee or representative of an institution which is subject to the
provisions of this act, but which has not obtained a certificate of approval, shall be unenforceable in any action.
