The Committee proceeded to work SB 298 and HB 2034 with the proposed amendments (Attachment 1).

Senator Emler moved. seconded by Senator Stemeqer that HB 2034 be amended on Page 2. Line2
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voice vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Senator Steineger moved, seconded by Senator Jenkinsthat the balloon amendments be accepted in
HB 2034, Page 1 and 2. The voice vote was unanimousin favor of the motion.

Senator Steineger moved, seconded by Senator Emler to approve the balloon language on the third
sheet. The voice vote was unanimousin favor of the motion.

Senator Jenkins moved, seconded by Senator Steineger that HB 2034 be amended to accept the
balloon amendment on Page 3. Line 16 that sunsetsthe advisory board on July 1, 2005. The voice
vote was unanimousin favor of the motion.

Senator Emler moved, seconded by Senator Kerr, that HB 2034 be conceptually amended to address
theissue of a centralized fund does not mean a state-wide dispatch at onelocation. The voice vote was
unanimousin favor of the motion.

Senator Jenkins moved, seconded by Senator Emler that SB 298, will be amended on Page 4, Line 23,
Section (1): Line 29, Section (2): Line 37, Section (3) by adding “ necessary and reasonable.” The voice
vote was unanimousin favor of the motion.

Senator Emler moved, seconded by Senator Barone, that SB 298 to appr ove the balloon amendments
on Page 5 that addresses liability. The voice vote was unanimousin favor of the motion.

Senator Wagle moved, seconded by Senator Emler to conceptually amend that the administrator would
berequired to report to the appropriate Senate and House Committees every two years. Voice vote
was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Senator Emler moved, seconded by Senator Wagle to makethis a Senate Substitute Bill for HB 2034.

Senator Kerr moved, seconded by Senator Emler, that HB 2034 be recommended favor able for
passage.

HB 2005

Bob Nugent, Revisor of Statutes, gave a brief overview to Committee members of HB 2005 daingitisa
product of the joint committee on Economic Deveopment’s summer study regarding tax increment financing
statutes.

Don Mohler, League of Municipdlities, testified in support of HB 2005 stating the TIF law isatool for economic
development purposes. It has been in existence for a quarter of acentury and in that time, gpproximately 38 TIF
projects have been under taken by a small number of cities. The reason for thisisthe TIF law isincredibly
complex. The League under took this project through volunteer hours and interim studies to improve the existing
language to help facilitate TIF projectsin the future.

Don Seifert, City of Olathe, testified in support of HB 2005 (Attachment 3).

Neil Shortlidge, City Attorney, Roeland Park, testified in support of HB 2005. The City of Rodand Park was
one of thefirg citiesin the sateto use TIF. The city has three redevelopment digtricts and dl three were formed
prior to the 1998 amendments. Two of those three digtricts are multiple project areas. The problem with the
amendments made in 1998 isthat there was no way of determining what the base year is when you have different
project areas that come in different years. Thistakesit back to the pre 1998 time so it is the establishment date
of the didtrict that is the base year throughout the life of the didtrict.
