SB 171 - state air craft travel by the Governor

Dennis Hodgins gave an overview of SB 171 to the committee,

Senator Adkins testified in support of SB 171 which would permit the Governor to use the Executive Aircraft for
persond and political purposes (Attachment 1).

Lindsay, Mortgage Investment Trust, proponent of SB 171 testified before the committee (Attachment 2).
There being no others wishing to testify on SB 171, the hearing was closed.

SB 94 - gover nmental ethics; restrictions on receiving gifts

Senator Adkins presented testimony and spoke in support of SB 94 which would permit alegidator or a part-
time officer or employee to the executive branch to receive rembursement for the actua costs associated with the
preparation and making of a presentation at a speaking engagement. (Attachment 3).

Ken Wilke, Office of the Revisor of Statues, distributed a handout which compared: SB 94, SB 217, SB 285,
and SB 286 (Attachment 4).

SB 217 - governmental ethics; prohibition against legidator s and legidative employees accepting gifts

Senator Allen testified in support of SB 217, which would prohibit legidators and employees of the Legiddive
Branch from accepting any gifts, and lobbyists would be prohibited from giving any giftsto these
groups(Attachment 5). Senator Allen presented a balloon amending SB 217 (Attachment 6).

Chip Wheden, Chairman of Government Relations, KS Society of Association Executives, presented testimony
insupport of SB 217 if amended to clearly reflect that publications may be provided to legidators (Attachment
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Jm Edwards, Senior Vice Presdent, KCCI testified in support of SB 217 (Attachment 8).

SB 285 - governmental ethicss;, exemption from reporting of lobbyist expenses

SB 286 - gover nmental ethics; exemption from reporting of lobbyist gifts
