Joe Fritton, Divison of Facilities & Management (Attachment 7)
Joe Fritton provided gatigtics on the (1) number of diesel engine vehicles (four) owned by the state motor pool,
(2) there are around 8500 gtate owned vehicles, (3) availability of biodiesd and ethanol fuel in pumps throughout
the sate, (4) cost to the Sate for the various types of fuel. Dueto lack of pumps with ethanol or biodiesdl
throughout the state it would be difficult to meet the intent of thislegidation. He suggested that other dtate
agencies beincluded but did not have information on number of diesd engine vehiclesin dtate-owned vehicles.
