3. Project Description and Justification: 

 

The KBI Headquarters building located at 1620 SW Tyler in Topeka is in a converted Jr. High School building. The first floor has been 

used for forensic science labs moved to the new forensic laboratory located on the Washburn campus November 2015.

 

The North section of the first floor, which was previously used as the Chemistry division, is proposed to be renovated for the Northeast 

Child Victims Task Force for the Investigation Divisions.  This will allow an investigative space to interview child victims as well as office 

space to house a Task Force specifically for child victims.  This project was supported by the 2018 Legislature and the KBI was 

appropriated dollars in FY 18 to start the project and dollars in FY 19 to complete the project.

 

The estimated cost of remodeling this section of the first floor is $500,000.  The KBI is currently working with Clark Enerson as the 

Architect on the project.  The construction on the project is expected to be bid during July with an estimated completion date of

The first floor has been 

used for forensic science labs moved to the new forensic laboratory located on the Washburn campus November 2015. 

The South section of the first floor, which was previously used by the Biology division, is proposed to be renovated for the Criminal 

Intelligence Unit (CIU).  This will allow for an expansion of the unit providing up to 10 cubicles and 1 office for a supervisor.  The space 

will also allow for a collaborative area to work on projects.  CIU is currently located on the third floor of the Headquarters building.  This 

renovation will allow the CIU to decompress and alleviate space issues in their current location.  This renovation will also enable the 

agency's IT department to utilize CIU's exisiting location which eliminates their current capacity limitations.

The current graveled area is often challenging to utilize because of poor drainage, ruts and overgrown plants.  The area is nearly 

impossible to use during the winter becase of snow accumulations and the gravel substrate make plowing difficult at best.  Snow and 

gravel from the area is then pushed onto the previously paved area, which then has to be plowed back ino the unpaved area during the 

spring.  Dust and debris from the area is often transferred into the office and the secured metal structure.

The KBI believes by extending the paved area to include the graveled area around the current metal structure that we can best utilize 

this space for personnel parking, visitor parking, and a secure and accessible location for seized vehicles and KBI specialized vehicles.

The KBI purchased the Great Bend facility in July, 2009.  Prior to 2009 the facility was leased.

The Kansas Bureau of Investigation is seeking funding to complete the second phase of a resurfacing project which began in 2007.  

With 50% of the project completed, the second phase would extend the newly paved area to encompass the structure which houses 

evidence, specialized vehicles, seized vehicles and equipment.  Extending the paved area would allow parking space for KBI vehicles
