Chairman Holmes welcomed the Tom Day, Acting Executive Director for the Kansas Corporation
Commission, who introduced the three commissioners to the committee, John Wine, Chairman, Cynthia
Clause, Commissioner and Brian Moline, Commissioner. In turn, each provided a brief personal history and
told of their experiences and a Commissioner. They responded to questions from the committee.

The House Committee recessed and was joined by the members of the Senate Utilities Committee.

Senate Utilities Chairman, Stan Clark, welcomed James Haines, President and Chief Executive Officer for
Westar Energy. Mr. Haines provided an update to the joint committee on the company’s current status

intends to reduce debt and become exclusively an electric utility (Attachment 2). Mr. Haines responded to
questions from members of the joint committee.

The Kansas Corporation Commission Commissioners responded to additional questions from the committee.
