SB 309 - Increasing certain penalties for public utilities or common carriers

Chairman Holmes opened the debate on SB 309.

Representative Krehbiel distributed and explained a proposed amendment (Attachment 1). Representative
Krehbiel moved to adopt the amendment. Representative Sloan seconded the motion. The motion carried.
Representative Ward moved to change, on the sixth line of the amendment, $5.000 to $20.000.
Representative Dillmore seconded the motion. The motion carried. Representative Dillmore moved to restore
the stricken language in Section 2 and add the same language from the Krehbiel amendment from Section 1.
Representative Sloan seconded the motion. The motion carried. Representative Kassebaum moved to amend
Section 2, relating to the fines, from $1,000 to $5.000 in subsection (1) and from $5.000 to $50,000 in
subsection (2). Representative Dillmore seconded the motion. The motion carried. Representative Kuether

moved to recommend SB 309, as amended, favorable for passage. Representative Reitz seconded the motion.
The motion carried. Representative Kassebaum will carry the bill.
