Senator Haley moved, Senator Umbarger seconded, to approve the minutes of January 19 and January 20.

Motion carried.

Chairman Owens opened the confirmation hearing for John Poertner to the State Board of Indigents’ Defense

Services. Senator Haley moved, Senator Kelly seconded, to recommend Mr. Poertner for confirmation.
Motion carried. (Attachment 1)

Chairman Owens opened the confirmation hearing for Suzanne Valdez to the Crime Victims Compensation

Board. Senator Haley moved, Senator Umbarger seconded, to recommend Ms. Valdez for confirmation.
Motion carried. (Attachment 2)

Chairman Owens opened the hearing on SB 351 - Prohibiting texting while driving; penalties. Jason
Thompson, staff revisor, reviewed the bill.

Representative Raj Goyle appeared in support stating there is an overwhelming amount of evidence to confirm
the dangers of texting while driving. Research by the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration shows that
drivers who send and receive text messages take their eyes off the road for an average of 4.6 seconds for every
6 seconds of texting. Kansas is not alone in pursuing common sense restrictions on texting while driving.
Now is the time for Kansas to get tough and adopt a solution that will protect Kansas drivers and passengers.
(Attachment 3)

Pete Bodyk spoke in favor stating that texting while driving is a very dangerous practice. All it takes is a few
seconds of inattentive driving to cause a very serious accident. Nineteen states and the District of Columbia
have bans on texting while driving and many others are considering legislation. A law that prohibits texting
while driving will contribute to making all travelers in Kansas safer. (Attachment 4)

- Ron Gaches appeared on behalf of James Hanni, Executive Vice President of AAA Allied Group. Texting
while driving presents a danger to all road users, it is an activity that takes the driver’s eyes and mind off the
road. AAA has a long standing position of concern for all forms of distractions however, the distractions
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involved in text messaging while driving makes it an exceptionally dangerous activity. AAA request the
Committee favorably recommend SB 351 for passage. (Attachment 5)

Ed Klumpp testified in favor stating to be effective, a texting bill must include substantial but reasonable

sanctions for violators. Mr. Klumpp voiced concerns with the penalty provisions of the bill indicating SB 351
is the toughest of all the proposed texting bills and the county jails do not have the capacity to jail people for
this type of crime. He encouraged enactment of a texting bill but to consider the concerns brought before the
Committee. (Attachment 6)

Paula Clayton spoke in support stating motor vehicle crashes are a serious, but preventable, public health
problem causing over 350 deaths per year. The data from studies presenta convincing picture that a statewide
ban will save lives. As texting becomes more and more popular, it is logical to expect the number of lives
saved by enactment of this law will increase. (Attachment 7)

Mike Scott appeared in support stating texting is increasingly becoming the way to communicate which means
some are doing it at the worst possible time - while driving. A coalition of businesses, government entities,
and organizations was formed last fall to address this very topic. In addition, AT&T has launched a
nationwide campaign to educate employees, customers, and the general public about using wireless devices
safely. Mr. Scott indicated a ban on texting while driving is needed and urged enactment of the bill.

Sandy Braden testified in support stating the Alliance of Automobile Manufacturers have long recognized the
risks of distracted driving. Members of the Alliance have voluntarily developed and implemented design
guidelines for integrated vehicle information systems that allow for the use of communication technologies
in a safe, responsible manner. Ms. Braden urged enactment of banning texting while ensuring the use of
advanced technologies in the vehicle is not prohibited.. (Attachment 9)

Michelle Bladsell appeared in favor relating her personal experiences as a passenger while the driver was
texting. Ms. Blasdell stated cell phone use and texting while driving is dangerous. (Attachment 10)

Kaitlin Salyer testified in support stating that texting is a way of life for teens and they do not differentiate
between doing something they consider normal as wrong in certain conditions, like driving. Brains can not
compute two similar tasks at once which makes texting while driving extremely dangerous. A Harvard study
estimates 2,600 deaths a year can be attributed to inattentive driving. Lives are at stake and people need this
extra push to make Kansas a safer place. (Attachment 11)

Helen Pedigo provided neutral testimony identifying areas of concern regarding proportionality. Ms. Pedigo
provided several options the Committee may consider to address these issues. (Attachment 12)

KSA 22-4519 et seq. created the nine-member State Board of Indigents' Defense Services appointed by the
Governor, subject to confirmation by the Senate as provided in KSA 75-4315b. The Board is a part of the
Executive Branch of state government.

Members serve for terms of three years and until their successors are appointed and confirmed.

The membership of the Board is as follows:

« Two members from the first congressional district, of whom one shall be a lawyer registered with the
Kansas Supreme Court, and at least one member from each other congressional district in the state;

+ At least one member from each county in the state having a population in excess of 100,000, who shall
be a lawyer registered with the Kansas Supreme Court, but not more than five members from such
counties; and

»  Five members who are lawyers registered with the Kansas Supreme Court and four members who are
not lawyers.

At any time, no more than five members of the Board may be from the same political party. The members of the
Board cannot be employed by a judicial officer or a law enforcement officer. Also, no member of the Board is
allowed to serve as an employee of the Board and serve more than two consecutive three-year terms.

Budget Information

The mission of the State Board of Indigents' Defense Services is to provide, in the most efficient manner,
counsel and related services for each indigent person accused of a felony and other indigent persons as
prescribed by faw. The majority of the Board's funding (96 percent) comes from the State General Fund. The FY
2009 appropriation was $23,326,619; FY 2010, $23,573,708.

® Provide, supervise, and coordinate, in the most efficient and economical manner possible, the
constitutionally- and statutorily-required counsel and related services for each indigent person accused
of a felony and for such other indigent persons as prescribed by statute;

e Establish, in each county or combination of counties designated by the Board, a system of appointed
counsel, contractual arrangements for providing contract counsel, or public defender offices, or any
combination thereof, on a full-time or part-time basis, for the delivery of legal services for indigent persons
accused of felonies;

e Collect payments from indigent defendants as ordered by the court;

o Adopt rules and regulations which are necessary for the operation of the Board in the performance of its
duties and for the guidance of appointed counsel, contract counsel, and public defenders. Such rules and
regulations shall include:

o Standards for entittement to legal representation at public expense;

© Standards and guidelines for compensation of appointed counsel and investigative, expert,.and other
services within the limits of appropriations;

o Criteria for employing contract counsel; qualifications, standards, and gunde!mesforpubhc defenders,
appointed counsel, and contract counsel; and

o Reimbursement tables which set forth the cost to the Board for each separate oategory of service
provided;

® Prepare and submit to the Governor and Legislature an annual report on the operations of the Board.

In addition to the above powers and duties, the Board approved the development and implementation of the
Appellate Defender Office as a statewide office to representindigent felony defendants on appeal. The Board
also created the Death Penalty Defense Unit to provide defense services to persons accused of murderwhen
the potential penalty is death. :

The Crime Victims Compensation Board (Board) was created in 1978 and consists of three
members appointed by the attorney general. Members are appointed for terms of four years, The
chairperson of the board, who must be admitted to practice law in the state of Kansas, is designated
by the attorney general shall designate a member of the board to serve as chairperson; the
chairperson serves at the pleasure of the attorney general.

The Board provides victims with financial assistance for loss of earnings and out-of-pocket
loss for injuries sustained as a direct result of violent crime. This includes reasonable medical care,
mental health counseling or other services necessary as aresult of the injury. In the event of the death
of the victim, reasonable medical expenses and the partial cost of funeral, burial or cremation is
reimbursable. Except for clothing and bedding seized as evidence, personal property loss is not.
covered.

The powers and duties of the board include the power and duty to:

(1) Award compensation to persons (claimants) claiming compensation for economic loss arising
from criminally injurious conduct.

(2) Adopt rules and regulations to carry out the provisions of the act under which the board was
created and the property crime restitution and compensation act, including rules for the allowance of attorney
fees for representation of claimants; and rules and regulations providing for discovery proceedings,

- including medical examination, consistent with the provisions of this act relating thereto.

(3) Hear and determine all matters relating to claims for compensation, and the power to
reinvestigate or reopen claims without regard to statutes of limitation or periods of prescription.

(4) Request investigations and data from county and district attorneys and [aw enforcement officers
to enable the board to determine whether and the extent to which a claimant qualifies for compensation.

(5) Publicize the availability of compensation and information regarding the filing of claims
therefor.

A victim is any a person who suffers personal injury or death as a result of: (1) Criminally injurious
conduct; (2) the good faith effort of any person to prevent criminally injurious conduct; or (3) the good faith
effort of any person to apprehend a person suspected of engaging in criminally injurious conduct.

A claimant is any of the following persons claiming compensation: A victim; a dependent of a
deceased victim; a third person other than a collateral source; or an authorized person acting on behalf of any
of them. :

Criminally injurious conduct is conduct that: (1) (A) Occurs or is attempted in this state or occurs
to a person whose domicile is in Kansas who is the victim of a violent crime which occurs in another state,

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possession, or territory of the United States of America may make an application for compensation if:

(i) The crimes would be compensable had it occurred in the state of Kansas; and

(ii) the places the crimes occurred are states, possessions or territories of the United States of
America not having eligible crime victim compensation programs;

(B) poses a substantial threat or personal injury or death; and

(C) either is punishable by fine, imprisonment or death or would be so punishable but for the fact
that the person engaging in the conduct lacked capacity to commit the crime under the laws of this state; or

(2) is an act of terrorism, as defined in 18 U.S.C. 2331, or a violent crime that posed a substantial
threat or cansed personal injury or death, committed outside of the United States against a person whose
domicile is in Kansas, except that criminally injurious conduct does not include any conduct resulting in
injury or death sustained as a member of the United States armed forces while serving on active duty.

Such term does not include conduct arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of a motor
vehicle, except for violations of K.S.A. 8-1567 and amendments thereto (DUI offenses), or violations of
municipal ordinances prohibiting the acts prohibited by that statute, or violations of K.S.A. 8-1602 -
(accidents involving a death or personal injury), 21-3404 (involuntary manslaughter), K.S.A. 21-3405
(vehicular homicide) and K.S.A. 21-3414 (aggravated battery) and amendments thereto or-when such conduct
was intended to cause personal injury or death.

TESTIMONY IN SUPPORT OF SB 351
JANUARY 28,2010

1 am here to testify in support of legislation that address a pressing concern: the increasing level of distracted driving
resulting from texting while driving.

1 would like to begin by sharing testimony from a fellow Wichitan and student at Wichita State University, Sahar Eshghi:

“I would like to thank this Committee for letting me share my story. I hope my story will give you insight into the affects of
texting while driving.

During the month of November I was isolated to a hospital bed at Wesley Medical Center due to an accident on October 3 1™
On the last day of October two of my friends and I were running errands and making plans for the evening. The driver of the vehicle
was not drinking, nor was she on drugs, she was simply engaging in a typical and seemingly innocent activity — texting while driving.
I never gave her actions a second thought. Going 60 miles per hour we crashed into another vehicle stopped at a red light. Ina split -
second my femur was shattered. The accident resulted in emergency surgery and my femur being replaced with a metal rod. I tell you
my story because I almost lost my life. Please take action today to ensure no more Kansans are injured or die on our streets.”

In January, 17-year-old Shannon Bowmaker, a high school junior, was riding in a car driven by her 17-year-old friend when
he ran a stop sign and collided with a pickup truck.! Shannon’s friend was texting while driving. Although Kansas instituted a ban on

the use of all wireless electronic devices by drivers younger than 17, this law did not prevent Shannon’s friend from texting while
driving, as SB 351 would.

Studies by the Pew Research Center’s Internet and American Life Project indicate that texting while driving is no longer

exclusive to young teens, noting: “The frequency of teens reporting parent cell-phone use behind the wheel in our focus groups was
 striking, and suggested, in many cases, that texting while driving is a family affair.”

There is an overwhelming amount of evidence to confirm the dangers of texting while driving. An 18-month study using
video cameras in the cabs of truck drivers found that a driver is 23 times more likely to have an accident while texting. Research by
the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration shows that drivers who send and receive text messages take their eyes off the road for
an average of 4.6 seconds out of every 6 seconds while texting.> At typical highway speeds of 55 miles per hour in this amount of

_time, a driver travels the length of a football field, including the end zones, without looking at the road when texting and driving.4

Association reports that 19 states and the District of Columbia have already prohibited all drivers from texting behind the wheel.?
urthermore, on October 1, 2009, President Obama issued an executive order banning federal employees from texting while driving.6
And just this week on Tuesday, January 26, 2010, the federal government banned texting by bus drivers and commercial truckers.
| Violators could face penalties up to $2,750.7 '

In addition to the injuries and deaths caused by texting while driving, there is also a fiscal impact. The National Safety
Council estimates 1.6 million crashes — or 28% of all accidents — are caused by cell phone use with nearly one million of those
accidents caused by texting. U.S. Transportation Secretary Ray LaHood estimated that cell phone use is a factor in “342,000 auto
accident injuries and costs $43 billion each year in property damage, lost wages, medical bills and loss of life”.?

Now is the time for Kansas to get tough and adopt a solution that will protect Kansas drivers, their loved ones and their
 personal property. Iurge this committee to support Senate Bill 351.

Mr. Chairman and Committee Members:

I am Pete Bodyk, Manager of the Kansas Department of Transportation’s Traffic Safety Section.
I am here to provide testimony in support of Senate Bill 351, prohibiting texting while driving.

Reading, writing, or sending text messages while driving is a very dangerous practice. A study
conducted by Virginia Tech and the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA)
found that nearly 80 percent of traffic crashes are caused by some form of driver inattention
within three seconds before the crash. All it takes is a few seconds of inattentive driving to cause
a very serious accident. To compound the problem, a recent survey showed 46 percent of teens
admitted to texting while driving. Texting and emailing while driving is a growing phenomenon
that not only puts the inattentive driver at risk, but also endangers other travelers on the road.

Nineteen states and the District of Columbia ban texting while driving, nine states ban texting
while driving by novice drivers, and numerous other states are currently considering bans. The
department seeks to make our roads as safe as possible for the motoring public. However, with
all of the safety programs that are available, only so much can be accomplished without laws that
inform people of what is an acceptable, safe, legal way to conduct themselves when driving in
Kansas. A law that prohibits texting while driving will contribute to making all travelers in

Kansas safer.

AAA is pleased to be part of a broad-based coalition oftorganizations with expertise and
interest in the traffic safety consequences of texting and emailing while driving and
supports SB 351 as an effective way to address this new and growing concern on Kansas
roadways.

Why is a ban on text messaging necessary?

Two recent surveys of the motoring public by the AAA Foundation for Traffic Safety
show that 21 percent of motorists of all ages admit to text messaging while driving.
Young drivers are more likely than older drivers to text message. Nearly Aalf of drivers
ages 18 to 24 admit text messaging while driving at least occasionally.

Texting while driving presents a danger to all road users due to the significant time
involved in writing, reading and sending messages — all activities that take the driver’s
eyes — and mind — off the road.

AAA has a long standing position of concern for all forms of distractions, not singling
out one over the other but rather of having a comprehensive approach to legislative,
administrative and educational efforts to deal with distracted driving. However, the
significant cognitive, visual and physical distractions involved in text messaging while
behind the wheel make it an exceptionally dangerous activity, which stands out among
other distractions as a danger needing special attention in law.

The research on texting while driving

Ample research now makes texting while driving a clear and present danger. The AAA
Foundation for Traffic Safety analyzed data from a 2006 Virginia Tech Transportation
Institute (VTTTI) study involving 100 drivers in natural settings and found that taking
one’s eyes off the road for more than two seconds doubles the risk of a crash. Earlier this
year, the Institute found that commercial truck drivers who are texting while driving are
23 times more likely to crash. Researchers also found that a driver spends an average of
nearly five seconds (4.6) looking at a texting device and not on the road. That’s long
enough for a vehicle going 55 miles per hour to travel the length of a football field
without having any cognitive, visual or physical driver connection with what’s going on
around the vehicle and in the roadway.

Why a texting ban and not one for cell phones?

There is both strong scientific and public support for banning texting by drivers. In
addition to the significant risks posed by texting drivers, the strong public support for
these laws and the rapid expansion in texting by the public lead AAA to support these
laws. In a variety of studies over the past few years 87-96 percent of Americans believe
that text messaging while driving should be illegal. At the enactment of Utah’s law, a
Dan Jones & Associates poll released showed 91 percent support for the law.

The risks posed by texting and cell phone use differ and are apparent in both the available
texting-specific research and the simple mechanics of the two activities. The 23-fold Senate Judiciary
[ ~&-10
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increase in crash risk among text messaging commercial truck drivers studied by VTTI
greatly exceeds the four-fold increase in risk researchers associate with cell phone use by
drivers. Studies have shown mixed results for the effectiveness of handheld cell phone
bans. There is not strong. public support for full cell phone bans.

The effectiveness of text messaging bans

In anticipation of California’s passage of a ban on text messaging while driving in that
state, the Auto Club of Southern California conducted a series of on-the-street surveys
using systematic random samples of 16,500 vehicles passing seven roadside sites in
Orange County. Conducted during five time periods — June, July and October, 2008 (pre-
ban) and May and July, 2009, post-ban — vehicles were observed at varying times of day
and on varying roadways to provide an overall look at in-vehicle texting. The number of
drivers observed text-messaging pre-ban dropped by 70 percent in the post-ban surveys.
Through August, only 1,061 texting tickets were issued statewide, a testament to the
effectiveness of California’s primary enforcement law.

TESTIMONY TO SENATE JUDICIARY
SUPPORTING TEXTING WHILE DRIVING LAW
SB351

The Kansas Association of Chiefs of Police and the Kansas Peace Officers Association supports enacting an
effective texting while driving ban. SB351 is one of several bills proposing such legislation. To be effective, a
texting bill must include substantial but reasonable sanctions for violators. While we have some concerns with
the penalty provisions of this bill, we will leave it to the wisdom of the legislature if this is the appropriate
public policy on this issue.

This bill is the toughest of all the texting ban bills in regards to sanctions. We are not convinced criminal
sanctions are appropriate for this violation. For example, the second and subsequent offenses will be class B
misdemeanors. It is highly unlikely judges will put anyone in jail for texting while driving, and frankly our
county jails do not have the capacity to jail people for this type of crime. Class C and class B misdemeanors also
carry a monetary penalty of up to $500 and $1000 respectively. There is no set fine for these offenses. This will
result in fines being assessed inconsistently across the state. As provided in K.S.A. 21-2501(a)(1), class B
misdemeanors also require fingerprinting, usually accompanied with mug shot photograph, of the defendant.
This will take substantial time of law enforcement and the courts. We believe a traffic infraction addresses these
concerns as it would have a standard fine set in K.S.A. 8-2118 and does not require fingerprinting.

The bill calls for the crime to be a class A misdemeanor if the defendant inflicted “serious bodily injury upon
another person” as the result of texting while driving. Class A misdemeanors also require fingerprinting, carries
a fine of up to $2500 and jail time up to one year. This obviously is a more serious result of the violation and
perhaps these sanctions are justified and the inconsistency of sentencing may be acceptable in these serious
cases. Our concern with this section is the term “serious bodily injury” which appears to be undefined. That term
is used in five statutes that we are aware of: K.S.A. 8-1019 DUI victim impact statement; K.S.A. 38-1664
Juvenile Code; K.S.A. 38-2335 Juvenile Code; K.S.A. 72-89¢02 school safety violations; and K.S.A. 72-911a
schools-special education. Only K.S.A. 72-991a offers a definition of this term and that is by referencing United
States Code and applying the definition only to that section of law. Of course the DUI law K.S.A. 8-1001 uses
the term “serious injury” which it defines. Criminal law primarily uses “bodily harm” or “great bodily harm.”
The point is the legislative intent of “serious bodily injury” is not clear. We suggest considering the term
“serious injury” and the definition in K.S.A. 8-1001 because it is traffic and collision related. However, great
bodily injury may be more appropriate if intent is to place this in the criminal code. Either will work and will
add consistency.

Other texting bills include HB2132, HB2439, and HB2441. HB2132 was introduced last year and makes the
violation a traffic infraction. HB2439 makes the violation a traffic infraction and was put together by a coalition
of law enforcement, telecoms, safety experts, automobile manufacturers, and KDOT. HB2441 appears to be an
identical bill to SB391.

We ask the committee to consider our concerns but we also are urging the legislature to support passing one of
the texting while driving bills this year.

Chairman Owens and members of the committee, I am Paula Clayton, Director of Bureau of
Health Promotion, for the Kansas Department of Health and Environment. I am pleased to
present testimony today in support of SB 351 which proposes to prohibit text messaging while
operating a moving motor vehicle. :

Motor vehicle crashes are a serious, though preventable, public health problem, causingover 350
deaths in Kansas each year. Unintentional injuries kill more Kansans ages 1 — 34 years than any
other cause, and motor vehicle crashes result in nearly half of these deaths.

Text messaging while driving is a fairly new phenomenon. It is one of the fastest growing forms
of communication in the United States. In 2008, 385 billion text messages were sent in the
United States. In 2009 this number almost doubled to 771 billion.

The data from studies to date present a convincing picture that a statewide ban on text messaging
will, indeed, save lives. Findings from these studies indicate that the risk of collision associated
with texting while driving is surprisingly high, and is higher than other distractions.

The Virginia Tech Transportation Institute conducted a study of commercial vehicle operators,
whose results were documented by video camera recordings. A similar study conducted by the
University of Utah, measured the differences in breaking distances between drivers who were
texting and those who were not. By applying the increased risk statistics from those studies to
KDOT crash data, it becomes clearly apparent that Kansans who text are between six and 23
times more likely to be involved in a crash compared to those are driving normally (w1thout
distractions).

Using these data, and assuming for a moment that users of text messaging comply fully with a
ban on text messaging while driving, we can expect that in Kansas this law will save between
seven and 29 lives per year. As texting becomes even more popular, it is logical to expect the
number of lives saved by the law to increase, compared to having no law at all. '

My name ié Mike Scott and I'm Director-External Affairs for AT&T Kansas and a
proponent of SB 351. | appreciate this opportunity to speak with you regarding
the very important issue of banning texting while driving.

BACKGROUND

Texting is increasingly becoming the way many communicate. According to
CTIA, the international association for the wireless telecommunications industry,
text messaging has experienced a tenfold increase in the past three years. It is
becoming the way many people communicate today, which means some of us
may be doing it at the worst possible time — while driving. The statistics on the
risks of texting and driving are clear. A driver who sends text messages while
driving is 23 times more likely to be in a crash than one who does not, according
to a study by Virginia Tech Transportation Institute. These statistics on the risks
of texting and driving indicate this is an important issue to address.

We certainly feel that way at AT&T as do many other Kansas businesses and
organizations. That's why this past fall a coalition was formed to address the very
real problem of texting while driving. Our coalition developed legislation very
similar to the bill you are hearing about today. That bill - HB 2439 -- has already
been introduced and had a hearing in the House Transportation committee.

Our coalition had one goal in mind when we developed our legislation and that
was to ban texting while driving and to make Kansas roads safer for all drivers --
not just those doing the texting. | believe we put aside our own self-interests and
came up with a bill, like this one, that is good for all Kansans.

As you can see, this is a well-rounded group that includes businesses, travel,
cities, counties, the state transportation department, law enforcement and
insurance. A few cities in Kansas are now considering local ordinances that
would restrict texting while driving. But it's the desire of our coalition for the
Kansas legislature to pass a state law banning texting while driving that applies
consistently to all areas of Kansas rather than a patchwork of local ordinances.

PROPOSAL

As | mentioned earlier, the proposed legislation before you is very similar to the
House bill our coalition developed. The biggest differences | can see are the
penalties associated with a violation. The Senate bill has a misdemeanor stair-
step process for the infraction with possible suspension of driving privileges for 90
days. It also has an involuntary manslaughter provision. Our coalition
considered having misdemeanor criminal offenses but settled on a fixed fine
amount of $100 per offense. However, this is purely a legislative policy issue that
we would be happy with either way.

AT&T EFFORTS TO BAN TEXTING WHILE DRIVING

I'd also like to mention my own company’s efforts to ban texting while driving. At
first, it might seem a little unusual for a wireless phone company like AT&T to help
curtail the use of a service that it sells. Don’t get me wrong; at AT&T we want our
customers to use our products and services. We just want them to be used
safely.

We have launched a nationwide campaign to educate our own employees, our
customers (youth, teens and adults) and the general public about using wireless
devices safely. There are many different elements of our campaign but we
believe it has the potential to reach millions and, hopefully, help generate a
change in thinking and behavior of all wireless users.

SUMMARY

A ban on texting while driving is important and very much needed. Now is the
right time to make it Kansas law. According to the Governor's Highway Safety
Association. currently 19 states plus the District of Columbia ban texting while
driving. We'd like for Kansas to join the list.

Mr. Chairman and Committee Members, thank you for the opportunity to provide testimony to
the Senate Judiciary Committee today on behalf of the members of the Alliance of Automobile
‘Manufacturers in support of SB351, an act to prohibit text messaging while operating a moving
motor vehicle. The Alliance of Automobile Manufacturers (the Alliance) is an association of 11
vehicle manufacturers including BMW Group, Chrysler Group LLC, Ford Motor Company,
General Motors Company, Jaguar Land Rover, Mazda, Mercedes-Benz USA, Mitsubishi Motors,
Porsche, Toyota and Volkswagen Group of America. ~

Alliance members have long recognized the risks of distracted driving and support a ban on both
texting and calling using a hand-held mobile telephone while driving. Support for this initiative
has been an ongoing effort at the Alliance. In 2002, voluntary safety guidelines to enhance driver
focus when using telematics were developed by the Alliance and peer-reviewed by the Intelligent
Transportation Society of America, the Society of Automotive Engineers, the Consumer
Electronics Association, AAA, the National Safety Council, AIAM and the Truck Manufacturers
Association. The Alliance committed to comply with these guidelines to the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA). These guidelines were updated in 2003 and finalized in
2006.

Members of the Alliance have voluntarily developed and implemented design guidelines when
designing their vehicles to provide for integrated vehicle information systems that allow for the
use of communication technologies in a safe, responsible manner. Many of these current and new
safety technologies and enhancements use wireless communications as a backbone; providing
automatic crash notification, road hazard notification and real-time road navigation. As such, the
Alliance supports an approach that addresses the issue while preserving these technologies
designed to enhance safety.

The Alliance has taken steps at the federal level to support limiting distracted driving. First, the
Alliance has announced support for federal legislation sponsored by Senator Chuck Schumer (D-
NY) and Representative Carolyn McCarthy (D-NY) that would encourage a more rapid
transition to hands-free and voice-activated technologies. The Alliance has also been working
with NHTSA and others since December, 2009 to develop model language at the federal level to
ban texting while driving.
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Additionally, as recently as September 30, 2009, the Alliance participated in the Distracted
Driving Summit held by the U.S. Department of Transportation in Washington, DC, where the
emphasis was to ensure that drivers must have “eyes on road” to respond to road conditions and
to insure that vehicle integrated technologies are designed to help drivers keep their eyes on the
road. A copy of their presentation is attached.

At that Summit, The Alliance provided a three point action plan, which includes:

1. Appropriate Laws with a High Visibility Enforcement, supporting adoption and
enforcement of a ban on texting while driving using a hand-held device;

2. Consumer Education, supporting education for drivers on the risks of driving distractions,
including text messaging, hand-held mobile telephone use, eating, grooming, etc.

3. Technology, supporting continued research that promotes further understanding of driver
behaviors and to ensure these actions do not preclude safety benefits of advance wireless
technologies '

It is important to focus on the subject of this bill, to support the adoption and enforcement of a
ban on texting while driving using a hand-held device and to not eliminate the use of
technologies, existing and yet to be developed, that assist in the goal of safe driving in Kansas.

The Alliance asks your support in providing a ban on texting while driving using a hand-held
device. At the appropriate time, we would like to discuss a couple of additions to the language, to
ensure that the use of advanced technologies in the vehicle is not prohibited.

One incident he was talking
on the phone, he decieded to take a drink of his coffee in mid sentence and using his knee
to drive. I had to take the coffee away. There were no hands on the wheel and he was
exiting and merging with a highway.

Mr. Chair and committee members, thank you for the opportunity to testify before you today on
behalf of the Kansas Sentencing Commission, to identify areas of concern with regard to Senate Bill 351.
The Kansas Sentencing Commission is a 17-member board comprised of criminal justice professionals,
including local and state partners, members of all three branches of government, and the public.

First, in New Section 2, on page 2 of the bill, the penalty for a death resulting from texting while
driving, a severity level 4 person felony in the bill, is the same penalty as a death in the commission of a
DUI A death as a result of any other reckless driving act, for example speeding, is included in K. S. A.
21-3404, involuntary manslaughter, a severity level 5 person felony. One might argue that a higher level
of culpability is involved in K. S. A. 21-3442, involuntary manslaughter in the commission of a DUI, a
severity level 4 person felony, when a driver who has been drinking has the bad sense to get behind the
wheel of an automobile. While the element of bad judgment exists in both crimes, texting and other
reckless acts do not include the additional culpability issue of diminished capacity because of alcohol or
drugs ingested prior to driving.

If the committee decides to place the death as a result of texting, at severity level 5, then border
boxes provide judicial discretion to sentence appropriately to the situation. If the committee agrees, an
amendment would be needed to include the behavior described by the bill into K. S. A. 21-3404,
involuntary manslaughter, and strike New Section 2, on page 2, lines 22 through 25 of the bill.

Another option to consider is including texting into K. S. A. 8-1566, reckless driving, attached. A
death in the commission of reckless driving is already included in the involuntary manslaughter statute
(Section 3 of the bill). This would set a severity level 5, person felony penalty for texting and driving that
results in a death.

Second, with regard to New Section 1(d)(3) on page 2, lines 9 through 11 of the bill, it would
appear that a violation when such person has inflicted serious bodily injury upon another person as a result
of such violation, a class A misdemeanor, would preclude a prosecutor from charging this crime as a
reckless aggravated battery, a person felony, a severity level 5 or 8 person felony, depending on the level
of harm suffered by the victim. This violation is covered by current statutes, so it would appear that this
paragraph is unnecessary, would jeopardize prosecution for more serious crimes, and should be stricken.

Chapter 8.-~AUTOMOBILES AND OTHER VEHICLES
Article 15.--UNIFORM ACT REGULATING TRAFFIC; RULES OF THE ROAD

8-1566. Reckless driving, penalties. (a) Any person who drives any vehicle in willful
or wanton disregard for the safety of persons or property is guilty of reckless driving.

(b) Except as provided in K.S.A. 8-2,142, violation of this section is a misdemeanor.
Upon a first conviction of a violation of this section, a person shall be sentenced to not less

- than five days nor more than 90 days imprisonment or fined not less than $25 nor more

than $500, or both such fine and imprisonment. On a second or subsequent conviction of a
violation of this section, a person shall be sentenced to not less than 10 days nor more
than six months imprisonment, or fined not less than $50 nor more than $500 or both such
fine and imprisonment.

The Kansas Highway Patrol (KHP) appreciates the opportunity to provide written testimony
regarding Senate Bill 351. The provisions of this bill generally prohibit the operator of a motor
vehicle from texting while driving. It also includes a significant penalty for a basic violation
which is enhanced should text messaging be a factor contributing to the death of another.

The KHP supports this committee’s efforts to prohibit a distracted driving activity that is known
to be a frequent factor in and cause of traffic crashes. According to the U.S. Department of
Transportation, there are three major types of distractions engaged in by motor vehicle
operators:

e Visual: . taking your eyes off the road
e Manual: taking your hands off the wheel
¢ Cognitive: taking your mind off what you’re doing

Individually, any one of these distractions is hazardous to the driver of a vehicle and all those
sharing the road with him or her. Unfortunately, texting and driving routinely includes all of the
distracted driving “ingredients” that have been proven time and time again to be a “recipe” for
disaster.

The KHP believes that the committee has accurately assessed the threat posed to public
safety when driving is mixed with text messaging. This is reflected in the penalty sections of
the bill which not only address a “basic” violation but also specifically include involuntary
manslaughter provisions to encompass a texting driver who causes a fatality traffic crash.

Again, the Kansas Highway Patrol appreciates the opportunity to provide its input regarding
this bill. We applaud your efforts to promote and improve the safety of the motoring public.

I am the Lyon County Engineer and the President of the Kansas County Highway
Association. The Kansas County Highway Association consists of the County Engineers
and Road Supervisors of Kansas counties. The counties maintain 109,000 miles of road
and 19, 650 bridges. That is 87 % of the road mlleage in Kansas, and 77% of the state’s
bridges.

The Kansas County Highway Association supports Senate Bill No. 351, which prohibits
texting while operating a motor vehicle. Driving is a serious endeavor that can turn tragic
in an instant of inattention. This is especially true on two lane rural roads where speeds
are high and where the roads may not have shoulders. A driver has many distractions
such as passengers, radio, and cell phone.

Mr. Chairman and members of the Committee. Thank you for allowing
Farmers Insurance to provide written testimony in support of legislation
prohibiting texting while driving, as found in SB 351. Farmers is a personal
and commercial lines property and casualty insurer writing business in Kansas
and serving our state’s insurance consumers since 1930.

It has become clear from the increasing body of safety research and studies that
motorists, using wireless telecommunication devices to text while driving, pose
a serious danger to the driving public.

A recent study completed by University of Utah psychologists determined
motorists who write text messages while driving are six times more likely to
crash than those who don’t text while driving. The researchers found that
texters, while in a driving simulator, had more crashes, responded more slowly
to brake lights in cars in front of them, and showed impairment in forward and
lateral control than did drivers who talked on a cell phone while driving or
drove without texting.

Another study conducted by Clemson University using driving simulators
found drivers texting or using iPods caused the drivers to cross the center line
or leave their lane roughly 10 percent more than those drivers 31mp1y talking
on cell phones.

Senate Judiciary
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U.S. Department of Transportation Secretary, Ray LaHood held a recent
national summit on distracted driving that was immediately followed by
President Obama’s Executive Order banning federal employees from text
messaging while driving on official business when using either a government
vehicle or a government supplied electronic communication device.

In 2009, the Virginia Tech Transportation Institute (VTTI) released the results
from their comprehensive study based on real-world driving conditions and
data. Their studies of light vehicle drivers and truck drivers manually
manipulating cell phones indicated text messaging on a cell phone to be
associated with the highest risk for a crash or near crash event of all cell phone
related tasks. Based on the findings from research studies, VTTI recommends
texting should be banned in moving vehicles for all drivers.

We agree with VT TI’s recommendation and we share their same concern that
texting has the potential to create a true crash epidemic if the popularity of
texting continues to grow and the generation of frequent text message senders
reach driving age in large numbers.

Farmers believes it is time for Kansas to join the nineteen other states and
Wash. D.C. who have passed legislation to ban text messaging while driving.

We urge your support of Senate Bill 351.
