proper	judicial	order,	and	subsection	(b).	All	copies	of	such	applications	shall	be
preserved	for	one	year	and	thereafter	until	the	secretary	of	state	orders	that	they	be
destroyed.
(b) A	copy	of	such	application	shall	be	open	to	inspection	by	or	disclosure	to	any
person	who	was	a	partner	of	the	limited	partnership	during	any	part	of	the	period
covered	by	the	extension.
