Representative Potorff presented the Budget Commiittee report on the Governor’ s budget recommendations for the
Lenidature FY 2002 and moved for the adoption of the Budget Committee recommendations for FY 2002 withthe
noted adjustments and comments (Attachment 1 ). Motion was seconded by Representative Stone.

The Committee discussed the positives of having a year-round legidative secretaria pool which would be available
for legidatorsand interim committees. Jeff Russdll, Director of Legidative Services, explanedthat hewould manage
the pool and balance the workload. These secretaries would be paid inthe $25,000 to $27,000 range and have full
benefits. It was requested that the Committee on Appropriations and Ways and Means be granted a full-time year-
round secretary.

Representative Bdlard issued a substitute motion to amend the Budoet Committee report by adding $90.000 from

the State General Fund into a pilot project establishing a full-time year-round secretarid pool. The motion was
seconded by Representative Bethell. Motion carried.

Representative Pottorff moved adoption of the Budget Committee recommendations on the Governor's
recommendation on the budget for the Legidature for FY 2002 as amended, Representative Stone seconded the
motion. Mation carried.

Action on HB 2040 — State held lands, designation and disposition of surplusland
Representative Kline moved to amend the bill onPage 1 Line 35 by adding at the end of the line “ after consultation
with the State Building Committee.” Moation was seconded by Representative Pottorff. Motion carried.

Representative Neufeld moved for approval of a_balloon amendment stating that no state real property that isbeing
sold by public auction shdl be required to be appraised pursuant to K.S.A. 2000 Supp 75-6609; and languege
regarding the dishursement of proceeds of sales of menta hedth or mentd retardation indtitutions; and technical
changes (Attachment 2). Motion seconded by Representative Minor. After discussion, Representative Neufeld
withdrew his motion and Representative Minor withdrew his second.

Representative Kline moved to amend Section 1 of the bill by giving the Secretary of Administrationthe authority to
waive the reguirement of three appraisas only in the case of public auction of red property if such waiver isin the
best interests of the state. Motion was seconded by Representative Pottorff. Motion carried.

Representative Kline moved to amend the bill by requiring the above stated amendment to alow the Secretary of
Adminigrationthe authority to wave the requirement of three appraisasin al Stuations of the sde of red property.
Motion was seconded by Representative Neufeld. After discusson, Representative Kline withdrew his motion.
Representative Neufeld withdrew his second.

Representative Neufeld moved for the amendment which appears on Page 2 of the balloon amendments, Line 31

regarding the sale of surplus red edtate at a state menta health or mentd retardationingitutionand the disbursement
of the proceeds of the sdle. Mation was seconded by Representative Minor. Motion carried.

The Committee questioned why the Kansas Department of Transportation wasnot subject to the provisons of the
satute regarding the sale of surplus property. A Legidative Post Audit report has pointed out the need for an
improved inventory system of KDOT redl property. It was suggested that a representative from KDOT should
gppear before the Committee and explain the reasons for the need of their exemption to this Satute.
Representative L andwehr moved to strikeLines1, 2, and 3 onPage 3 of the proposed legidationwhichwould bring
surplus sales of real property of the Kansas D ment of Transportation under the ice of the Secretary of
Adminigtration. Motion was seconded by Representative Campbell. Motion failled on an 8 to 8 vote.

Representative Campbel | moved that an amendment be drawn to require the Kansas Department of Transportation
to have an accurate reporting and inventory system of dl rea properties owned by the agency. Mation was
seconded by Representative Landwehr. Motion carried.

Representative Neufeld moved that the hill be reported favorably as amended. Motion was seconded by
Representative Kline. Motion carried. Representative Landwehr asked to be recorded asa“Na” vote.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 am. The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, February 13, 2001.
