Representative Neufeld, Chairman of the Sociad Sarvices Budget Committee, presented the Committee report for
the Department of Health and Environment and moved for the adoption of the Governor’ s budget recommendation
for FY 2001 with modifications (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by Representative Balard. Maotion carried.

Representative Neufeld presented the Committee report for the Department of Healthand Environment and moved
for the adoption of the Governor’ sbudget recommendation for FY 2002 with the modifications noted (Attachment
1). Motion was seconded by Representative Bethdl. Representative Kline made a subgtitute motion to adopt the
minority report. Motion was seconded by Representative Neufeld.  The subgtitute motion failed.

The Committee discussed the proposed ingpection fee for grocery stores and food processors which are currently
ingpected but the cost of such ingpectionsis now paid out of the State General Fund. The fees would be based on
the complexity of the inspection and on a diding fee based on volume of the establishment. The fee would be
assessed per store, not per company.

Representative M cCreary moved that any grocery store operating in Kansas which has a volume of |ess than
$30,000 a week pertaining to food sales be exempted fromthe proposed inspectionfee. Motion was seconded by
Representative Schwartz. Moation failed.

Representative Feuerborn moved to amend the Budget Commiittee report for FY 2002 to exempt nutrition Sites
whichdo not prepare food fromthe licensurefee. Motion was seconded by Representative Stone. Moation carried.

Representative Shriver moved to delete Item 12 (deletes 6.0 FTE of the cartified nursang home survey gaff and
$319,333 from the Medicaid and Medicare budget) from the Committee report. Motion was seconded by
Representative Feuerborn. Moation failed.

The Committee discussed the reasoning for the dimination of the 6.0 FTE's was to encourage less inspection
programs which have been interpreted by the indudtry as adversarid. Situations were cited in which Medicaid
patients were required to move from the homes because the homes were not meeting sandards, but private pays
were alowed to stay. This has been a sx-month investigation with no fines being adjudged. There are currently
more than 100 hedth surveyors employed by KDHE. The Committee aso discussed the option of removing the
$42,517 earmarked for Medicaid match for these postions from the State Generd Fund. There was concern
expressed about the care of the aging population of Kansas and the on-going need for nurang home ingpections.

Representative Neufeld moved for the adoption of the Budget Commiittee report on the Governor’s budget
recommendations for the Department of Hedlth and Environment for FY 2002 with the noted modifications and
amendments (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by Representative Bethell. Motion carried.




Action on SB 15 — Remittance of state moneysto the state treasurer
Representative Neufdld moved to report the bill favorably and recommended it be placed on the Consent Calendar.

Motion seconded by Representative Stone. Mation carried.

Actionon SB 18—Grants fromthe juvenile justice authority for juvenile justice programs may be for a two
year cycle beginning fiscal year 2003

Representative Neufdld moved for an amendment on Page 3. Line 41, which would authorize the two year cycleto
begin in fisca year 2002. Motion was seconded by Representative Nichols. Motion carried.

Representative Nichols moved to report the bill favorably as amended. Motion was seconded by Representative
Bdlard. Moation carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 am. The next meeting is scheduled for Friday, February 9, 2001.
