He said, however that while their
gaff “regpected and embraced the intention of thishill, in its current form, the bill presents a very important
change in public policy that could have significant unintended consequences.”

A request was made by the Chair that Mr. Hales present a memorandum requesting such an amendment.

Mark Gleeson, while listed as an opponent of HB 2023, explained that his opposition wasn't to the intent of the
bill but rather to some of the aspects of the hill that he felt should be amended. (Attachment 4).

A sub-committee was assembled to take a careful 1ook at the legd issuesin HB 2023. Named to this sub-
committee were Representatives Horst, Crow and DiVita

The Chair apologized to those waiting to testify on HB 2019, explaining that since it was near the time for the
House to convene, any more business would have to be postponed until alater date.
