Representative Tanner explained to the Committee the misuse of the word “lock down” in referring to the juvenile
detention facilities. He said this language applies as aterminology that the Juvenile Jugtice Authority has invented.

Representative DiCastro made the mation to amend HB 2094 to include the King Achievement Center located
in the Goddard school digtrict.
