Dick Carter, representing the Board of Regents, spokein
support of the bill and gave an overview of it. He said it concerned accreditation of community colleges, and
would remove from the statutes the requirement that they be accredited by the State Board of Education. He
sated that this was changed as aresult of the Higher Education Coordination Act

(1999 SB 345), and now fals under the Kansas Board of Regents. Mr. Carter said that the bill also removesthe
terminology of “junior college’ from the statutes. (Attachment 1)
