HB 2290 - related to motor carriers - exemptions

Chairman Hayzlett caled on Jackie Miller, Kansas Corporation Commission, to give testimony in support of HB
2290. She presented a handout which listed the four primary revisoncontained inHB 2290 and explained each of
theserevisons. (Attachment 1)

Mark Goodloe, Kansas Highway Patrol, told the committee that in January, 2001 the Kansas Corporation
Commisson issued an opinion indicating the Kansas Highway Petrol did not have the authority to enforce federd
regulations violated by interstate “Tools of the Trade” carriers. With the Kansas law exempting those persons
trangporting “toals of the trade’ from the safety regulaions, Kansas and the K ansas Highway Patrol could lose
federa motor carrier safety assistance program dollars if the nonconforming statute is not amended. (Attachment

The next conferee was Tom Whitaker, Executive Director, Kansas Motor Carriers Association. He stated the
Associationdoes support HB 2290 withone technical amendment in Section 1, paragraph (d) to makethe definition
of household goods consstent with federd language governing interstate movements of this commodity. Hetold the
committee the bill also darifies that vehices with a gross vehide weght rating of 10,000 pounds, or less, are not
subject to KCC regulations except when transporting hazardous materiads. This change brings Kansas law into
conformity with the Federd Motor Carrier Safety Regulations governing the trangportation of “tools of the trade’.

Following questions and voicing of concerns regarding HB 2290, Chairman Hayzlett closed hearings on this bill.

HB 2291 - regulation of motor carriers

Jackie Miller of the K ansas CorporationCommissonstated HB 2291 del etesreferencesto the Interstate Commerce
Commission and updates several United States codes. It aso darifies some language, which has smply beenin the
laws for quite some time, and was due for updating and clarification to current legidaive style. She discussed each
of these changes and answered questions from the committee. (Attachment 4)

Tom Whitaker, Kansas Motor Carriers Association, told the committee they would support HB 2291 if certain
amendmentswere added to the bill. He tated the concernsKMCA had with the bill and said they had been working
withthe K CC daff to work out differenceswiththe KCC proposal. Thefinad amendmentshave not been completed
athistime.

Representative Beggs madeamotionto passHB 2191
favorably, seconded by Representative Long. Representative Phelps made a subgtitute motion to table the bill,
seconded by Representative Dillmore. Representative Phelps made a motion to withdraw his subgtitute motion
however thisfailed as Representative Dillmore did not withdraw his second. A vote was taken and the subdtitute
motion carried.
