SB 55 - medical and vision requirementsfor drivers licenses

Sheila Walker sad this bill would basically fine-tune the Driver Review process where drivers medical or vison
conditions are reviewed on an annud bads. Shetold the committee they review a total of nearly 12,000 cases a
year. She then reviewed the process they follow in determining whether to renew alicense and d o the vison and
medica requirements for such licenang. She concluded with two recent, highly-publicized fatdity accidents reated
to persons experiencing medica problems, while driving, it isimportant for the state to consider amending the law
to provide for amore adequate level of safety. She asked for support of SB 55. (Attachment 1)

Representative Judy Showadter said SB 55 addresses some very critical needs for the safety of those who operate
motor vehidesand thosewho ridewiththem. She told the committee she did not oppose the bill but had a concern
with some of the language in the bill, especidly Line 41, page 3 of the bill that includes a person who has diabetes
and is suffering amild hypoglycemiaor low blood sugar episode. She gave the definition of mild hypoglycemia as
defined by the American Diabetes Associaion. She requested cons deration of the language that would makeit clear
that the bill is addressing seizure disorders and not diabetic symptom. (Attachment 2)

Following questions and discussion by the committee Chairman Hayzlett closed hearings on SB 55.

SB 56 - suspension or revocation of driving privileges

Shella Waker sad this hill authorizes the Divison of Vehicles to suspend the privilege of an unlicenced driver to
obtain alicense for the same period that alicensed driver’ sdriving privilegesare suspended. Shetold the committee
the Kansas Supreme Court had suggested L egidative action to amend current law to deal withsuspensionof driving
privileges of unlicenced drivers. She said current law sends amessage to just not get a Kansas driver’slicense and
therefore one could not be charged withdriving while suspended. She requested two technica changes, Line 2, page
four change “that” to “those” and line 5, page four change “those” to “that”. (Attachment 3)

Chairman Hayzlett closed hearings on SB 56.

Following discussion it was the consensus of the committee to take no action on SB 3 and SB 4.

HB 2277 - operation of all-terrain vehicles used for agricultural purposes upon highways.

At the request of the sponsors of this hill, who fdt the need for more study, ChairmanHayzlett stated no actionwould
be taken on thishill.

Following discussion Representative M cKinney made amotion to amend HB 2277 and introduced a substitute for
HB 2277 whichwould stateif a short line railroad hasanabandonment pending that is opposed by the shippers, they
would not be digible for low interest funds or grants for repairs on another line until the abandonment issue is
resolved. This was seconded by Representative Aday and the motion carried. Representative Dillmore made a
motion to pass subdtitute for HB 2277, seconded by Representative Crow and the motion carried.

SB 55 - medical and vision requirementsfor drivers licenses

Chairman Hayzlett called for discussion and find action. Representative Powers made amotion to pass SB 55
favorably, seconded by Representative Crow and the motion carried.

SB 56 - suspension or revocation of driving privileges

Chairman Hayzlett cdl for discussonand find action. Representative Dillmore made amotionto amend the bill with
the two technica changes requested, seconded by Representative Crow and the motion carried. Representative
Dillmoremade amotionto pass SB 56, as amended, seconded by Representative L evinson and the motion carried.
