Representative Feuerborn, Member of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committeereport
on the Governor’s budget recommendations for the Kansas Highway Patrol FY 2003 budget and moved for the
adoption of the Budget Committee recommendation (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by Representative
Minor. Motion carried.

Representative Feuerborn, Member of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committee report
on the Governor’s budget recommendations for the Kansas Highway Petrol FY 2004 budget and moved for the
adoption of the Budget Committee recommendation with adjustments (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by
Representative Light. Motion carried.

The Committee noted that there were inconsgstencies concerning the transfer of the Alcohol Beverage Control
functions, between the House Public Safety Budget Committee report and the Tax, Judicid, Transportation &
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Retirement Budget Committee report and that this be kept in mind when they work the hill.

Representative Feuerborn, Member of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committeereport
on the Governor’ s budget recommendations for the Adjutant General FY 2003 budget and moved for the adoption
of the Budget Committee recommendation with adjustments (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by
Representative Minor. Motion carried.

It was noted that the reference in Recommendation #1 to FY 2004 should be corrected to FY 2003. The House
Budget Committee flags for Omnibus consideration the addition of $115,000 (from the SGF) to finance costs
associated with theincrease in extended insurance coverage on armories for FY 2003. During discusson on the
establishment of an Inaugurd Expense Fund in Recommendation #4, General Gardner, Adjutant General, was
recognized by the Chair and responded to questions from the Committee.

Representative Feuerborn, Member of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committeereport
on the Governor’ s budget recommendations for the Adjutant Generadl FY 2004 budget and moved for the adoption
of the Budget Committee recommendation with adjustments (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by
Representative Light. Motion carried.

Representative Minor, Member of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committee report on
the Governor’ s budget recommendations for the Kansas Sentencing Commission FY 2003 budget and moved for
the adoption of the Budget Committee recommendation (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by Representative
Feuerborn. Motion carried.

Representative Minor, Member of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Commiitteereport on
the Governor’ s budget recommendations for the Kansas Sentencing Commission FY 2004 budget and moved for
the adoption of the Budget Committee recommendations with comments (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by
Representative Light. Motion carried.

Because of the Governor’ srecommendationof transfer of federal grant fundsfor the K ansas Sentencing Commission
budget, the House Budget Committee flags the itemfor Omnibus consideration and requests a Governor’ s Budget
Amendment to provide finandng for the Kansas Sentencing Commisson. The Committee asked Robert Waller,
Legidative Research Department, to provide information on the amount of the Governor’s rent and OOE expense
paid from federd grant funds. The Committee noted that they might want to look a making the Kansas Sentencing
Commission under the Legidative budget rather than a free-standing agency at afuture date.

Representative Minor, Member of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committeereport on
the Governor’ s budget recommendations for the Attorney General—K ansas Bureau of Investigation FY 2003 budget
and moved for the adoption of the Budoet Committee recommendation (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by
Representative Merrick. Motion carried.

Representative Minor, Member of the Public Safety Budoet Committee, presented the Budget Committee report on
the Governor’ s budget recommendations for the Attorney General--K ansasBureauof InvestigationFY 2004 budget
and moved for the adoption of the Budget Committee recommendationwith notations (Attachment 1). Motion was
seconded by Representative Merrick. Motion carried.

The House Budget Committee flags for Omnibus consideration the review of the Governor’ s recommendation to
diminate the Crimind Jugtice Information System (CJIS) Project Manager position within the Kansas Sentencing
Commissonfromthe State Genera Fund. The Committeefurther requested other resourcesbe explored for funding
the Project Manager’ s podition.

Representative Merrick, Member of the Public Safety Budoet Committee, presented the Budget Committee report
onthe Governor’ sbhudget recommendationsfor the Emergency Medica ServicesBoard FY 2003 budget and moved
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for the adoption of the Budget Committee recommendation (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by
Representative Feuerborn.

Representative M errick, Member of the Public Safety Budget Commiittee, presented the Budget Committee report
onthe Governor’ sbudget recommendations for the State Fire Marshdl FY 2003 budget and moved for the adoption
of the Budget Commiittee recommendation (Attachment 1). M otion was seconded by Representative Light. Motion
carried.

Representative Merrick, Member of the Public Safety Budget Commiittee, presented the Budget Committee report
onthe Governor’ s budget recommendations for the State Fire Marshdl FY 2004 budoet and movedfor the adoption
of the Budget Committee recommendation with adjusments (Attachment 1). Motion was seconded by
Representative Feuerborn. Motion carried.

Recommendation #2 of the Budget Committee’ s adjustments recommendsthe 1.0 existing unclassified postion, as
recommended in the Governor’ s budget, be converted to aclassfied FTE postionas per arecent court order. The
House Budget Committee flags the reclassfication for review by the Legidature during the 2005 regular session.

Representative Light, Chair of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committeereport onthe
Governor’s budget recommendations for the Kansas Parole Board FY 2003 budget and moved for the adoption
of the Budget Committee recommendation (Attachment 2). Motion was seconded by Representative Feuerborn.
Motion carried.

Representative Light, Chair of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committee report on the
Governor’s budget recommendations for the Kansas Parole Board FY 2004 budget and moved for the adoption
of the Budget Committee recommendation with observations (Attachment 2). Motion was seconded by
Representative Minor. Motion carried.

Representative Light, Chair of the Public Safety Budget Commiittee, presented the Budget Committee report onthe
Governor’ sbudget recommendationsfor the Juvenile Justice Authority FY 2003 budget and moved for the adoption
of the Budget Committee recommendation(Attachment 2). M otion was seconded by Representative Minor. Motion
carried.

Representative Light, Chair of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committee report onthe
Governor’ s budget recommendations for the Juvenile Justice Authority FY 2004 budoet and movedfor the adoption
of the Budget Committee recommendationwith notations (Attachment 2). M otion was seconded by Representative
Minor. Motion carried.

The Committee requested that the Public Safety Budget Committeelook at how the Juvenile Justice Authority (1JA)
plans to spend the FY 2003 carryover funding from the Children’s Initiatives Fund and whether it would be spent
by the JJA or go back to the pool and be distributed out. 1t was dso requested that the Budget Committee look at
restoring the $600,000 to the JJA FY 2004 budget to ensure that the concerns of the post audit report were
implemented. The Committee requested that the Budget Committee research whether juvenile offenders are being
placed inthe JJA’s Level 6 homes in areas where SRS does not have fadilities to house them.  The Committee
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requested that the Commissioner of the JJA aso look into the above concerns.

With no objection from the Committee, the Chair ordered the FY 2003 and FY 2004 budgets of the Atchison
Juvenile Correctional Fadility, Bdoit Juvenile Correctional Facility, Larned Juvenile Correctiona Facility and Topeka
Juvenile Correctiond Facility to be bulked together for the purpose of action by the Committee.

Representative Light, Chair of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committeereport onthe
Governor’ s budget recommendations for the FY 2003 and FY 2004 budgets of the Atchison Juvenile Correctiona
Fadility, Beoit Juvenile Correctional Fadility, L arned Juvenile Correctional Facilityand TopekaJuvenile Correctional
Facility and moved for the adoption of the Budget Committee recommendations with notations (Attachment 2).
Motion was seconded by Representative Feuerborn. Motion carried.

Representative Light, Chair of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committeereport onthe
Governor’s budget recommendations for the Ombudsman for Corrections FY 2003 budget and moved for the
adoption of the Budget Committee recommendation (Attachment 3). Motion was seconded by Representative
Minor. Motion carried.

Representative Light, Chair of the Public Safety Budget Committee, presented the Budget Committee report onthe
Governor’s budget recommendations for the Ombudsman for Corrections FY 2004 budget and moved for the
adoption of the Budget Committee recommendation with exceptions (Attachment 4). Motion was seconded by
Representative Feuerborn. Motion carried.

Representative Howdl, Member of the Generd Government & Commerce Budget Committee, presented the Budget
Committee report on the Governor’ s budget recommendations for the Department of Human Resources FY 2003
budget and moved for the adoption of the Budget Committee recommendation (Attachment 4). Motion was
seconded by Representative Shriver.
