The Staff noted that according to the Consensus Revenue Estimates of April 20, 2004, the State is projected
to have a positive ending balance of $244 million at the end of FY 2004 and $141.7 million at the end of FY
2005. It was noted that this is the first time in five years that a positive balance has been projected based on
the previous estimates. The Staff stated that revenues for FY 2004 include one-time receipts from the tax
amnesty program of $28 million, an additional $15 million from the property tax accelerator and $45.7 million
from the federal fiscal government relief. The Staff indicated that the state’s economy continues to grow but
at a slower pace than the national economy. The State’s personal income is expected to grow by 4.6% in FY
2004 and 4.9% in FY 2005. It was also noted that the state’s unemployment continues to be a concern with
an estimate 0f 5.3% in FY 2004 and 5.1% in FY 2005. The Staff'stated that cigarette taxes are $10 million less
than anticipated as a result of the higher tax levied against cigarettes. Several members of the Committee
voiced concern in regard to this disparity and requested comparative data on cigarette taxes collected by
neighboring states.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:10 p.m. to allow Budget Committees to meet during the afternoon. The full
Appropriations Committee will return at 9:00 a.m. on April 22, 2004, to begin discussion and action on the
items for omnibus consideration.
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
