Chairman Adkins opened the meeting to consideration of SB 391.

SB 391 - State buildings and facilities, capital improvements, building code inter pr etations and
variances

Representative Kline, Public Safety Budget Committee, explained that this bill was requested by the
Divison of Architecture. The state has no Sate building code. This bill would authorize the Secretary of
Adminigration and the Director of Architectura Services to make decisions which code on a particular
project should be in effect except for matters relating to fire safety. Committee questions and discussion
followed.

Representative Kline made a motion, seconded by Representative Pottorff, to pass SB 391 out favorably.
Motion carried.

Bill Introductions

Representative Neufeld made a motion, seconded by Representative Hermes, to introduce two bills: one
concerning naturd gas authorizing certain refunds and reimbursements and the second concerning
hepatitis B immunizations. Mation carried.

The Chairman recognized Representative McKechnie who mentioned that he had copies distributed of the
Performance Audit Report, Reviewing the Implementation of the Mental Hedlth Reform Act issued by the
Legidative Divison of Post Audit in March 2000 (Attachment 1). Representative McKechnie brought to
the Committee' s attention that there are some disturbing issues in the audit and hopes that the Committee
can turn its attention to this a some time in the future. The Chairman mentioned thet it isthe Chair’'s
intention after consulting with the ranking minority member and the vice chairman to gppoint a
subcommittee to review this further and bring back to the full committee any recommendations or actions.

The Chairman recognized Representative Kline who mentioned that there is another bill he would like to
have discussed with the Committee. The Joint Committee on State Building Construction hed
recommended a funding mechanism to bring the Nationa Guard Armories up-to-deate, SB 592, that the
Senate has passed. The Chairman mentioned that he may seek additiond information from the Adjutant
Generd.

The Chairman referred SB 660 to the Generd Government and Human Resources Budget Committee
chaired by Representative Pottorff which authorizes over $40 million in bonds for renovation and
improvements to the State Capitol for recommendations to the full Committee.
