HB 2796 - School districts, early childhood education programs.

Representative Faber moved to amend HB 2796 at line 30 by changing the word ‘shdl’ to ‘may’.
Representative Horst seconded the motion. The motion passed.

Representative Haharty moved to further amend HB 2796 by striking Section 6, page 3. lines 13-36.
Representative Peterson seconded the motion. The motion failed.

Representative Helgerson moved to offer a subsitute bill for HB 2796 that would fund full day
kindergarten with a 10-year phase in period. Representative Haharty seconded the motion. The motion
faled.

HB 2631 - School district finance, counting of preschool aged at-risk pupils.

Representative Benlon moved to amend HB 2631 to raise the number from 400 to 1200 and fund the
program from the tobacco settlement. Representative Storm seconded the motion. The motion passed.

Representative Benlon moved to pass out favorably HB 2631 as amended. Representative Peterson
seconded the motion. The motion passed.
