The only order of business was Committee consideration of HB2670, Cigar ettes; sale of certain
cigar ettesrestricted, on which hearing was hed January 26.

Chairman Powell moved amendment to correct references. Theresa Kiernan, Revisor of Statutes,
referred to the balloon which was didtributed at the hearing January 26 noting sections with

incorrect internal references. Representative Benlon seconded. Motion passed.

Representative Benlon moved the Committee recommend HB2670 for passage as amended.
Representative Peterson seconded..

Chairman Powell said the purpose of the bill isto make it unlawful to possess what are called
gray market cigarettes pardleling exiding federd law. With the limited number of Alcohal,
Tobacco and Firearm agents cregting a Sate law will make it possible for sate and locd law
enforcement to enforce the law. It does not change the law with reference to state tax stamps.

The motion to recommend HB2670 favorable for passage as amended passed.

Representative Mayans noted HB2305, Smoking on school property, inthe Committee,
would be offered as an amendment on the floor.
