Chairman Benlon opened the meeting with introductions of the two new staff people; Lisa Montgomery of
the Revisor of Statues Office and Dee Woodson as the Committee Secretary.

Dan Hermes, Governor’ s Office, provided draft copies to each committee member, and explained the
proposed hill concerning governmenta ethics reform which extends the current gift ban to dl executive
branch employees and establishes reporting requirements regarding gifts and hospitality to members and
g&ff of legidative and judicia branches of government. Representative Johnston made the motion to
introduce this proposal as a committee bill. Representative Powers seconded the motion and the motion
carried.

Caral Williams, Executive Director of the Kansas Governmenta Ethics Commission, requested that a bill
be drafted involving campaign funds that are frequently expended to acquire materia assets, i.e.
computers, printers, and facsmile machines during the course of acampaign or holding political office. .
The KGE Commission is recommending that a candidate or officeholder be given the dternative of being
able to purchase materia assets a afar market vaue and donating the amount paid for the assetsto a
charitable organization. Representative Johnston made the mation to introduce such a bill. The motion
was seconded by Representative Huff. Motion carried.

Representative Powers requested introduction of a committee bill regarding reimbursement of law
enforcement officers training cogtsto the origind agency such officers leave thair employ within the first
year after being trained. The second employing entity would be required to pay for the officer’ straining.
Representative Powers made amotion to refer this to the Appropriations Committee, and Representative
O’ Connor seconded. Mation carried.

Representative Johnston made a motion to introduce a hill that the State Board of Education be made non-
partisan and coincide with locd spring elections. Representative Gilbert seconded the motion, and the
motion carried.

Representative Johnston made a motion for anew hill to require that any time aclosed or executive
mesting takes place, that such a meeting be tape recorded. The motion was seconded by Representative
Horst, and the motion carried.

Representative Johnston requested introduction of a bill for County Treasurers to waive the 50 cent
mailing fee charged to taxpayers for license tag handling. Seconded by Representative Gilbert, and the
motion carried.
