2021 Kansas Statutes

73-2806. Promotion of English language; assistance for non-native speakers. The state of Kansas
recognizes the importance of establishing and actively promoting English language classes,
English language training or citizenship classes for non-native speakers. The local entity
designated by the state board of regents to offer such services shall seek the assistance of
local political subdivisions, community-based agencies and organizations, migrant worker
groups, refugee resettlement programs, schools, churches and others in making non-native
speakers aware of the availability of such classes and training and ensuring their
continuation and expansion.
